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Locating Awning on Your Vehicle

We recommend your awning is assembled and installed by two (2) persons, further recommendations
would be to have your awning installed by an experienced 4x4 accessory installer.

The awning brackets supplied have been designed to fit the most common configurations of roof racks
and rail systems, however due to the ever-increasing variations being offered by vehicle and accessory
manufacturers, it cannot be 100% guaranteed that these will fit all available options.

We recommend speaking with your 1200mm ‘
roof rack specialist for further advice or ‘
recommendations on the best system for
your requirements.

ENSURE the minimum spacing between
the mounting brackets is 1200mm to
allow the awning to be supported
correctly and weight is evenly distributed.

Step 1:
Detach the PVC cover at each end of the awning, insert and slide bolt heads into the backing plate track.
Reattach PVC end covers.

Align ‘T’ head of bracket holes over the bolts.

Step 3:

Attach washers and loosely secure in place using Nyloc nuts.
Step 4:

Slide brackets along the backing plate track to the desired position and mount to the vehicle using washers
and Nyloc nuts. Tighten all nuts.
